On the basis of a typology of feminist currents of thought, the authors pinpoint
within the women's movement the plurality of points of view expressed on
maternity and elucidate the stakes on both the practical and theoretical levels.
They identify the trajectory of the gradual but profound transformations that
have occurred in women's discourse, with a view to a theorization of maternity
apprehended as a form of oppression. Thus, on the basis of the most recent
literature, the authors bring to light the ambiguities and presuppositions that
still need to be clarified in order to develop an approach to maternity capable
of explaining the day-to-day experience of motherhood in its dual material and
affective component.
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
