The author reports on the main conclusions of a research project involving 423
young people aged 13 to 20, residing in the rural R.C.M. of Haut-St-François, in
Estrie. More specifically, he discusses various factors associated with the desire
of youth toward rural exodus; he brings to light the existence of two categories
of factors, one related to the labour market and the other related to the search
for an environment more closely corresponding to the lifestyle sought. These
two categories of factors, according to him, are inseparable in the examination
of the phenomenon of the youth exodus.
