JOHN G. REID is Associate Director of the Centre for Canadian Studies at
Mount Allison University. He is the author of a prize-winning study, A4 cadia,
Maine, and New Scotland;, Marginal Colonies in the Seventeenth Century
(University of Toronto Press, 1981), and of a forthcoming two-volume history
of Mount Allison University.

SHANNON RYAN teaches history at the Memorial University of Newfound-
land.
