The article explores some major connections between the spatial
reorganization of production engendered by the global economic crisis and
several ongoing political, economic, and social processes in U.S. cities. The
latter include the growth of the informal economy, the rise of new sweatshops,
the fourth great wave of migration to U.S. cities, the vulnerability of trade
unionism at the grassroots, the channeling of discontent through
neighborhood mobilization, and the spread of neighborhood discontent from
Snowbelt to Sunbelt cities. The case of Hispanic migration to Sunbelt cities is
used to concretely connect these processes.
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
