Community and Kinship in Rivière-Frémiotte, 1880-1960
This article shows, on the basis of oral genealogies and in depth interviews, the
central themes that structure this community.
This is followed by a more detailed analysis of the kinship system itself and
especially by the hierarchical classification of kin and its symbolic
representation through the study of written genealogies. The agnatic line,
parallelism based on sex at the same genealogical level, and parallelism
oriented according to the sexual différenciation of roles are the main elements
of the hierarchical classification of consanguines.
In a vast and open country, patrimony is less based on property but rather on
the symbolic value of long genealogies and the presence of ancestors.
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
