In Denmark anthropology was established at the National Museum (1840-1960)
characterized by a diffusionist culture history. In a transformative phase
(1960-1980) it embraced first structural-func-tionalism and structuralism, then
marxism. The new interest in culture and history of the 80's has nothing in
common with the old. It depends on a wide range of modern (and
post-modern) influences. The socio-cultural background to this development is
sketched.
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
