Colombian anthropology was founded nearly fifty years ago by foreign-born
scholars (such as the French ethnologist Paul Rivet, then in exile). From 1960 to
the present day, it has increasingly come to show many likenesses to Latin
America in general : a chronic lack of financial support, political problems, but
also enthusiasm for new fields of research, intense debates, and social activism
on the part of those responding to the call of a society in turmoil.
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
