The Construction of Economy as a Social Form Methodological Issues
Against a proposed synthesis of économie sociology and économies, thé author
rather distinguishes différent forms of knowledge. It is, indeed, possible to
consider thé economy as both a form of knowledge and a social form, within
thé same social framework. A description and an économie as well as
sociological analysis of Québec's french-speaking economy emphasizes thé
relevance of such an approach. The author shows that while thé économie
measurement permits to grasp thé inadequacy of thé french-speaking economy
to thé compétitive form, thé sociological analysis illustrâtes thé transformation
of thé dominant social forms of production : thé transition of thé
french-speaking economy.
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
