The Ache of Paraguay and the Pindo Palm
Eléments for a Reconsideration of Economie Strategy and Résidence Pattern
Certain épisodes of their tragic sédentarisation having attracted the attention
of scientific circles, the Ache are hardly newcomers to the ethnographie scène.
Nevertheless, little is known about the traditional subsistance pattern of thèse
hunters-gatherers. Important quantitative data hâve been provided by North
American anthropologists subscribing to the " optimal foraging theory ", but
this information was gathered from the northern Ache during their conversion
to agriculture. Based on native knowledge and accounts of daily life, the
following article reconsiders the misleading premises upon which has corne to
be based the dominant image of Ache foragers : the alleged necessity of almost
daily foraging move-ment, an essentially hunting oriented économie model...
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
