Japan. a Classless Society '.'
Some Japanese authors have questioned the possibility of a class analysis of
Japanese society. Four of the main reasons given in défense of this position are
critically examined in this article : Japanese cultural homogeneity. the
influence of the traditional household system. industriel democracy. and the
theory that the great majority of Japanese belong to a " great middle mass ".
This examination leads us to question the validity of the hypothesis of the
absence of social classes in Japan. first. by showing the inadequacies of the
arguments presented. and. second, by giving indications pertaining to the
présence of social inequalities in contemporary Japanese society.
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
