Based on extended fieldwork among thé Dene Tha of Chateh, northwestern
Alberta, this article explores Dene Tha epistemological assumptions underlying
notions of personal knowledge generally and of knowledge through visions
and dreams specifically. This exploration proceeds through an analysis of
accounts of vision quest, of reincarnation, and of ritual performance. The
article establishes the fact that contemporary Dene Tha conduct themselves in
the light of a distinct aboriginal worldview and epistemology.
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
