The Production ofan Identity : Problematizing Feminist Research on Women
and Development in thé Philippines
Since the 1970s, the Philippines experienced a proliferation of discourses on
women and development. At the same time, an administrative machinery for
the integration of women in development has appeared : a Women's
Commission, a Development Plan for Women, a plethora of structures, which
together have been channelling women's struggles into a dynamic of
management. Based on a study of two projects funded by Canada, this article
analyzes an unexpected effect of such production of discourses on women and
development : the emergence of a field of knowledge/power which opens the
way to a new trend, the social management of women within the mechanism
(dispositif) of development.
