During the Early Woodland (3000 to 2400 BP), human groups from Québec city
area participated in an exchange network extending over a large temtory. This
net was dominated by Meadowood culture folks, centered in the Niagara area.
This culture was influential over those other groups participating in this
network. The cultural influence from Meadowood in operated with a variable
intensity in the regions. The groups from Quebec area agreed to this influence,
but kept their own strong identity. The analysis of the objects found in the
Québec area seems to point toward an ideological influence from the
Meadowood culture. Actually, Quebec's people adopted an important
ideological trend that helped structure the pattern for ceremonial and
mortuary rituals.
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
