Suffering and pain are now an object of research in médical anthropology. In
this paper thé author explores thé boundaries between thé external
description of thé narratives of pain by professional anthropologists, and thé
case of thé personal expérience of pain and suffering when thé sufferer is thé
anthropologist. The results are quite différents in both cases. The author
suggests that thé anthropological rôle might be thé description and thé
interprétation of thé management of analgesia, more than thé report of pain
narratives.
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
