This paper analyses the production of ethics from the experience of several
fieldworks under strong political domination (colonial, communist). It assumes
that ethical production in anthropology must be based on the analysis of social
relations in the field, including the researchers themselves. Ethical production
is not an abstract set of formai and external values, nor only activistic militant
involvement into a political fight or process.
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
