Benjamin Sulte (1841-1923) was a noted historian of French Canada. For sixty
years, this civil servant and self-taught scholar wrote several thousand articles
and some thirty books while participating in the discussions of the principal
learned societies of his day, notably the Royal Society of Canada. But he was
also involved in socio-political commemoration, as the initiator of committees
to erect monuments and as a founding member of the Historic Landmarks
Association and the Commission of Historic Sites and Monuments of Canada.
Sulte thus participated in both the institutionalisation of the historical sciences
and the use of history as commemoration. Sulte's career demonstrates how two
practices that today are seen as distinct were, at their origins, interwoven.
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
