Article abstract
Based on a critique of the leading studies on exclusion recently published in
France, this article examines the relationship between exclusion and work. It
shows that most socio-historical studies on social security tend to
overemphasize the role of the state. They thus pay less attention to forms of
social solidarity and to demands emerging from labour groups. The article
suggests that we increasingly focus on the new types of work organization
required in post-industrial society and looks at some of the possible
consequences regarding the social link and solidarity.
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
