Social exclusion is often perceived as a condition or state into which some
categories of the population may "fall." And yet exclusion is not a state but
rather a relationship involving various categories of actors interacting in
various types of territory. Who are these actors and what are these territories?
Who excludes, and why? In this text, the author seeks out these actors in the
light of legal and sociological concepts of citizenship and by analyzing the
experiences of a random sample of Montreal social assistance recipients
surveyed between 1988 and 1994. Although these people indeed find
themselves outside society, their experiences enable us to identify a number of
actors and places contributing to their exclusion.
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
