With a growing proportion of youth in post-secondary education and the
resulting prolongation of time in school, young people remain dependent on
their families. Parenting continues, as parents oversee results at school and
management of the money they give to the students. For their part, students
wonder how to reduce the limitations, and how to become individuals while
they are still under the care of their parents. This article examines the effects of
the protraction of family socialisation on students' feelings of autonomy. It
does so by analysing the ways that they situate themselves with respect to their
parents' actions, on the one hand, and with regard to the meaning of this
extended dependence on the other.
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
