Industrialization and the Individual, by
James G. London, (Account of H. R.
H. the Duke of Edinburgh’s Third
Commonwealth Study Conference),
Melbourne, 1969, 381 pp.

This book describes the structure and
different activities relating to the Study
Conference that took place in Australia
from May 12 to June 4, 1968, under the

presidency of H. R. H. The Duke of
Edinburgh. Twenty five study tours took
members across Australia to study its
industry and population growth, to ex-
tend descriptions of the problems af-
fecting the quality of human existence
within the framework of industrial pro-
gress. In and around steel plants and
aboriginal settlements, gold mines and
wineries, research laboratories and
schools, Australia’s hosts met families
mayors, management and union leaders
from whom they collected data pertain-
ing to the impact of industrial change
on them as individuals, on their jobs,
their surroundings, their social activities,
their work prospects and the quality of
their lived.

From their observations on the field,
and in relation with the general theme
of the conference which was to consider
the “Human Problems of Industrial De-
velopment and Re-development in Com-
monwealth Countries”, objectives opi-
nions were then communicated by the
different commissions on specific as-
pects studies :

I — Education and training — Indus-
try’s lack of interest in the training of
technicians and technologists; uneven
educational opportunities at primary
and secondary levels, which stem in
part from differing State provisions
and from widely differing home envi-
ronments; etc.

II — Application of Science and Tech-
nology : Its implications of higher well
being on one hand and of deterioration
of national resources on the other;
etc.

III — Management of Economic¢ Devel-
opment : The necessity of long term
planning associated with the urbaniza-
tion trend.

V — Industrial Relations : Union apa-
thy, and limited horizons and roles
for union activities ; problems of com-
munications and safety provisions etc.

IV and VI — The Living Environment
and Government :

A cross-section of the problems dis-
cussed by the other commissions, in
relation with these two themes.

The study is completed further by
two conferences, one by Robert K.A.
