The proposals of the Rochon Commission conceming the mode of state
intervention in the health care sector in Quebec follow the same overall paths
to a solution as did the Castonguay-Nepveu Commission. The theoretical
approaches normally used do not allow for an interpretation of this episode as
a whole in the formulation of public health care policy. However this
interpretation can be quite revealing, and an approach combining the
structural theory of Giddens and the structural analysis of Lemieux appears
promising.
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
