Within a society characterized by inequality between the sexes, the legitimacy
of power is, if not totally, at least to a large extent dependent on the definition
of the genders. The analysis of academic discourse (in sociology and
psychology) and militant discourse (men's groups in Quebec) involved in the
social construction of the masculine gender reveals that the recent
transformations in the way of defining masculinity participate in the
adaptation of mechanisms of legitimization of social relations between the
sexes.
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
