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Article abstract
What assessment can we make of the changes observable in the field of
reproduction, and what future can we envisage based on the rapid
developments in this field? These are the two major axes of discussion
submitted to experts from different disciplines gathered at a round table. The
summary of the discussions presented here leads to the observation that the
debate has given rise to more questions than answers. On the one hand the
changes that have occurred have proven very complex and on the other hand,
the perspectives for the future are far from being defined. One conclusion is
inevitable: there is an urgent need for research. There are many themes to be
explored ranging from relations within the couple to the role of the State
within the family.
