In spite of significant gains made over the last few years, the study revealed
considerably slower development in matters of education in the Inuit living in
Northern Quebec, when compared to the prevailing situation in the rest of the
province and to Canadian aboriginals as a whole. The economy remains
heavily dependent on government transfer payments, as well as on
employment in the public and parapublic sectors. Finally, a relatively large
segment of the Inuit population that lives in the area surrounding the future
development site would be interested in working on the Great Whale
hydroelectric project.
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
