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Article abstract
The field of school adjustment represents one of the fundamental issues in
modem schooling that has arisen out of educational democratization.
According to a sociohistorical perspective, the objective here is to identify and
understand the social and scholastic factors involved in the emergence of this
educational sector, taking into account the complex interactions between the
evolution of school organization, the groups of social actors involved in the
structuring of this zone and the knowledge according to which maladjusted
students are classified, designated and treated. While forming a new
institutional space based on a logic of integration of all children within the
school, the field of school adaptation at the same time constitutes a zone of
exclusion for certain students.
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
