Ethnie relations and social class relations unite in certain situations in
dependent societies, Quebec being an example. A comparison is set up between
this approach and that of Touraine in relation to the dependent societies in
Latin America and of Wilson concerning American Blacks. Class analysis in
Quebec necessitates recourse to a double system of stratification, which has led
to the use of the concept of "ethnic class" and to showing how the actors in such
a situation participate in class struggle and historical change at different levels
of social reality.
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
