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Article abstract
Postulating, as does Touraine, that a necessary connection exists between
sociology and social movements, the author reflects on methods by which
these movements can be understood and on the steps likely to lead to their
formation. This leads us to criteria of validity for sociology and to its insertion
into the form of knowledge contained in any system of historical action. In a
second part, these theoretical considerations are applied to Quebec society and
to sociology in Quebec today.
