Article abstract
This text call into question the form of society described as post-industrial, as
put forward by Alain Touraine in particular. This criticism is based on the
too-close relationship of the main structural characteristics which are
attributed to post-industrial society with those of industrial societies of a more
classical capitalist type. Rather than typifying post-industrialization, do these
features not represent capitalist industrialization in its most complete and
consistent form? Consequently a new challenge would face contemporary
sociological analysis as its fields would still remain to be mastered, due to the
fact that contemporary societies would be full of difficult-to-identify social
mutations all the same. Through present and future tensions, crises and
conflicts, the task of better naming and identifying new social relationships
freed from the reminiscences of the dominating outcomes of capitalist
industrialization is imperative.
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
