On the basis of new class conflicts characteristic of advanced industrial
societies, the author reflects on original social movements also characteristic of
this type of society. A description of the principal dimensions of these
movements reveals two phenomena of prime importance : 1) the central
importance of the body, and 2) a regressive utopia of religious content. Finally,
the essential role of sociology in relation to these phenomena is outlined.
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
