The critique which has developed recently against social rationality has left the
myth of a naturally creative imagination intact. Nevertheless, the imaginary
creations of utopias or in the sphere of work leads one to think that the
symbolic function has undergone a perceptible atrophy during the industrial
era. Consequently, to encourage again a dynamics which might give rise to
imaginary creation, it seems to be necessary to dissociate clearly social fantasy,
heterogeneous and conditioned, from a faculty for creating images, putting
ones roots firmly in the visionary realm.
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
