Given that existing perspectives for the study of state bureaucracy are
gender-blind, this paper proposes a feminist approach emphasizing "dual
structures of unequal representation". The approach recognizes the structure
of representation of "women's issues" within a particular unit, but underlines
that such representation is nested within a second structure arising from
women's "adjunct control" positions within the productive/reproductive
spheres. This latter structure ensures that women are concentrated in
relatively powerless positions in those ministries and posts where the need for
"adjunct control" predominates.
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
