The author of this paper proposes a critical appraisal of analyses which have
made their mark in thought on Francophone identity in minority situations.
She is particularly interested in three approaches by which sociology has
conceptualized ethnicity or identity in the Francophone minority context in
Canada. The first of these approaches is based on the history and the
experience of the group; the second attempts to define the conditions for the
production of ethnic identity, and the third looks at the definition of identity at
the political level and the way in which individualism shapes Francophone
sociability outside Quebec. The author observes that the analysis of the identity
question is far from finished and concludes with the necessity of delving more
deeply into the points of breakdown and fragmentation which characterize the
evolution of Francophone communities in Canada.
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
