A reexaminaron of the lesson which Marcel Rioux dedicated to youth and
Quebec society in the 1960s illustrates that the relationship between the youth
of that time and the youth of today stems from a "point of insertion into
society" in relation to "situational phenomena and social interactions". The first
results of a survey on baby boomers and baby busters, their respective
insertion into the labor market and more generally into society itself, are
presented from this perspective. They show an opposition between these two
generations seen, from a sociological point of view, as a relationship of
domination. This relationship is established in light of advances in the theory
of power and ideology.
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
