NOTES AND COMMENTS 

WINNIPEG CENTENNIAL HISTORY CONFERENCE 

The History Department of the University of Winnipeg is planning 
to sponsor a conference on the development of Western Canadian cities 
during April, 1974. The conference is projected as a way of honouring 
the city of Winnipeg during its centennial year. The department hopes 
that the conference will attract to the city many of the scholars 
interested in the development of urbanization generally as well as those 
more particularly interested in the history of western cities; it also 
hopes that the conference will involve many active in the social, 
economic, and political affairs of Winnipeg during the last few decades. 

Some of the topics of sessions at the conference will include 
"Early Development11, "Metropolitan Growth11, "Boosterism", "Transportation", 
"Reform", "Ethnicity", "Cultural Patterns", "Amusements", and "Trends 
Since World War Two". Since planning for the conference has not been 
completed, however, new topics could be added or some of those already 
chosen could be altered slightly if there was a desire to do so. 

The sessions will usually concentrate upon Winnipeg's development, 
but it is hoped that several papers on Northern Ontario, Prairie and 
British Columbian cities will be presented. Hopefully, the conference 
will be able to present a good cross-section of the large amount of work 
presently being undertaken on most western metropolitan centres. 

A special feature of the conference will be a series of workshops 
on urban history concentrating on methodology and upon the possibility 
of research on Winnipeg specifically. Displays from Archives and Museums 
will be available to facilitate these discussions. 

The History Department is also planning to have some sessions in 
which leading Winnipeg citizens would discuss various aspects of the 
city's development. These sessions should provide a good opportunity 
for an exchange between those who write and those who helped make history. 

The final selection of papers for sessions will take place during 
the autumn. Suggestions for papers and/or sessions by historians or 
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members of other disciplines would be welcomed. Please address all 
correspondence to Professors A. Ross McCormack and Ian MacPherson, 
c/o The Department of History, The University of Winnipeg. 

REPERTOIRE ANALYTIQUE DE PLANS ET CARTES 
DE LA VILLE DE QUEBEC, 1800-1900 

Un répertoire d'environ 400 plans de la ville de Québec au 19e 
siècle, conservés à la Collection nationale de cartes et plans des 
Archives publiques du Canada, à Ottawa, sera bientôt prêt pour la 
publication. Chaque entrée se compose de la date, du titre, de l'auteur 
ou des auteurs du plan, d'une description physique du plan, d'une 
indication cartographique et enfin d'une description détaillée, parfois 
analytique, du contenu du plan. 

Ces descriptions, d'une phrase à plusieurs pages, fournissent 
parfois des éclaircissements et des renseignements sur l'évolution 
sociale, économique, politique, militaire et religieuse de la ville de 
Québec. L'évolution économique de la ville, par exemple, se démontre 
sur les plans, par les transformations des quais, par l'arrivée des 
chemins de fer et par la croissance des secteurs commerciaux et industriels 
de la ville. L'expansion physique est analysée par des indications 
portant sur l'ouverture de nouvelles rues, l'expansion des limites de la 
ville et la croissance de régions établies. La composition sociale de la 
ville est aussi analysée par l'indication des diverses institutions, 
églises, écoles, couvents, hôpitaux et asiles, apparaissant sur les plans. 
L'influence du militaire sur l'évolution de la ville, surtout pour la 
période 1800-1870, s'avère sur des thèmes majeurs de l'étude. 

Un index détaillé, enfermant tous les noms des propriétaires de 
terrains, tous les noms des responsables pour la production des plans, 
ainsi que plusieurs éléments importants tels que incendies, cimetières, 
nouvelles rues, principaux édifices et autres, sera compilé. 

Ce répertoire comprendra en appendice une liste d'environ 500 
plans de la ville qui sont conservés aux archives â Québec. 
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Le répertoire devrait être un instrument de recherche très utile, 
aussi bien pour les architectes, avocats et urbanistes, que pour les 
historiens, géographes et généalogistes. Nous espérons, qu'en plus 
d'être un instrument de recherche, le répertoire stimulera l'intérêt 
pour ce fond d'archives si riche et encouragera d'autres travaux 
semblables.
