The Peasant Movement in Mexico (1976-1984)
Peasants have played an important role in creating modern Mexico, through
their massive participation in the 1910-1917 Revolution. After 1970, the
agricultural crisis once more stirred up peasant unrest. The present-day
movement, though still seeking to continue land redistribution, also pursues
other
objectives such as independence from the State, control of production and
unionization of farm workers. These demands, however, run up against
current government policy which favours the development of agribusiness
within the private sector.
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
