Legal Pluralism and Immigration : The Case of Moroccans in Belgium
Law case in Belgium involving Muslims and affecting personal status have
multiplied over the past few years. The practical interest in Belgium of Muslim
family law derives from the persistence of the rule on conflicts of laws in
article 3, paragraphe 3 of the Belgian Civil Law Code. This provision authorizes
a liberal treatment and the recognition of foreign personal status. It leads to
difficulties in harmonizing a law that fundamentally remains very dependent
on its coranic origin, with the prescriptions of the secularized Belgian code.
Going beyond the technical details of the conflict on law codes, authorities and
jurisdictions, this study focuses upon an incompatibility. This incompatibility is
not limited to the law codes. The inadequacies of the law are seen here as an
exemple of the problem of communication between cultures.
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
