This essay profiles the life stories of five individuals from Harlem in New York
City, an impoverished community with high levels of drug use and HIV
seroprevalence. AU are intravenous drug users, and each profile is concerned
with documenting the way in which risk for HIV infection is perceived relative
to other kinds of dangers, as well as the way it is managed relative to other
kinds of needs. The paper explores the significance of thèse correspondences,
locales thèse ideas within the larger social fabric of the community,
particularly as they relate to poverty, and explores the implications of thèse
correspondences for AIDS intervention.
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
