The Logic of Exchanges in thé Context of thé Inuit Winter Feasts
This article compares winter feasts of thé Baffin Island Inuit in order to show
how they can be related within thé same Field of Anthropological Study. After
having outlined thé gift-giving relationships enacted at each stage of a
southern ceremony, thèse are compared with those in northern cérémonies.
We then discuss thé manner in which reciprocal obligations between humans
and spirits are created in Tivajuut as well as their spécifie properties with
regards to anthropological models concerning gift-giving, more specially that
of Marcel Mauss.
