The growth of home help services to facilitate home care for dependent
persons would appear to represent a sizeable pool of jobs for a workforce
lacking professional qualifications. But besides being of poor quality, such jobs
are currently accorded little social recognition. And yet an analysis of the
comments of the workers and service beneficiaries involved shows that the
women performing these jobs find them interesting and that the individuals
benefiting from the services consider them important. Such a positive value
assessment, subjective and personal in nature, is closely linked to the elderly's
recognition of home care workers on a social and professional level.
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
