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Article abstract
The authors begin by denning exclusion in sociological terms. From there, they
propose an expansion of the concept of citizenship, by distinguishing between
abstract citizenship and practical citizenship. Next they consider this second
form with respect to the transition to adulthood, in order to show that
citizenship also takes shape in the process of becoming a member of society.
After a brief overview, the integration and exclusion of young graduates are
presented, using the result of research on their workplace and social
integration carried out ten years later. The authors address and nuance the
theories of André Gorz and Pierre Bourdieu in order to explain those who have
failed at work. The results lead to an hypothesis that exclusion is an expression
of situations and values which ignore citizenship rights.
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
