Hubert Guindon analyzed better than anyone else the emergence of a new
middle class in Quebec and he made this hypothesis the central pillar of his
analysis of Quebec between 1955 and 1985. However, that vigorous and
original line of thought does not hold up when it is stretched toward history or
"futurology". The great difference between the way his work was received in
French Quebec and in English Canada can be explained by certain simplistic
elements which surrounded his central hypothesis and which appealed to
English Canada. This difference is equally the result of Guindon's
"demystification" of the great epic that the Quebec intelligentsia was in the
process of living through.
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
