This is an attempt to sketch trends in family change in a technologically
advanced society. The data were: collected from one hundred and fifty women
judged to be innovators in different sectors of activity. We asked them : 1)
What do you think of the family as an institution? 2) Which would be the ideal
relationship between parents and children? 3) What do you think of marriage ?
4) Which would be the ideal relationship between a man and a woman ? The
results were grouped according to three reference marks corresponding to
three types of societies : traditional, industrial and postindustrial. Nearly two
thirds of the replies define family life typical of traditional or industrial society;
the rest either reject these definitions or leave them aside indicating the main
principles of family or conjugal life to come.
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
