This article questions thé nature of the antinuclear movement in Canada. This
examination is oriented around the hypothesis that the antinuclear movement
in Canada, as well as in other countries, while being a mixture of several types
of collective behavior, contains in fact the elements of a social movement, and
specifically of a social struggle of central importance. The author first reviews
historically the dynamics and the nature of the protest against nuclear energy
in Canada and concludes with a brief analysis of the importance of this new
social movement emerging in the sphere of economic development.
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
