Discourse on art and on the other aesthetic and symbolic expressions and
manifestations included in culture can only find coherence and full force in
reflections which place these phenomena in a more global analytical
framework. Art can only be efficiently understood and circumscribed by
bringing it into a theoretical relationship with cultural and societal
phenomena. To insist on the singularity of art and to cut it off from this context
which confers meaning and relief to it leads unquestionably to a biased and
incomplete perception of the process of artistic creation, the intelligibility of
which can only really be grasped by relating it to the complete dynamics of
social and historical phenomena.
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
