The Report of the Commission on the Laity and the Church (Dumont Report,
1971) is placed in the context of other inquiries created in response to the
profound change in Quebec at the time of the Quiet Revolution. Its contents are
described, and its immediate impact, the difficulties in its realization after ten
years, and finally the durable traces it left on the present reality of the Church
in Quebec are evaluated.
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
