Various esimates of the number of homosexuals have come out of surveys on
sexual behavior in different countries over almost a century, and more
recently in relation to the AIDS epidemic. The question of numbers, which is a
concern to both homosexuals who are seeking strength in numbers and and
society in general which may feel threatened, is more political than scientific. It
is linked to the question of the "causes" of homosexuality and the status of
homosexuals as members of a minority group, both statistically and
sociologically.
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
