VVhile Finley does discuss the 
genesis and final state of the 
Travels, lie cottld, I think. bave 

taken the connection of vvord and 
image in Heriot’s work tnuch 
farlher. I11 the illustrated travcl 
books that were so popular al this 
tinte, the text very much controls 
our response to what we sec. In 
Heriot’s poetns and books, pic­
turesque theory as it is presented in 
writing governs ont ‘reading’ of the 
landscapes. I lie best known exam­
ple of this relationship between text 
and image - and one with which 
Heriot could hâve been familial' - 
was Turner’s infamous ‘Fallacies of 
Hope,’ the Unes of poetry which lie 
often appended to his exhibition 
ptclures.

George Heriot is precisely the kind 
of book that invites furlher interest 
in its subject. h is scholarly as well as 
a plcasure to reacl. Finley has pro- 
vided an invaluable check-list of 
Heriot’s work as well as numerous 
illustrations. (Unfortunately, as the 
author notes, ail of these are black 
and white.) The book is, in short, a 
needed and welcome contribution 
to the art historv of Canada.
